GUIDELINES FOR SOCIAL EVENTS FOR GRADUATE STUDENTS
UCLA DEPARTMENT OF PHILOSOPHY 2022-23


First-Year Dinners
Budget: $50 per person maximum for each dinner
Procedure: Students arrange dinner and one of the faculty pays; receipt and guest list are submitted to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement

Proposition Series
Budget: $75 per event
Procedure: Proposition series coordinator provides a light lunch, breakfast, or snacks to the proposition series talks. Receipt and guest list are submitted to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement.

Halloween Party
Budget: $350 for event. Preference for department funds to be spent on food with alcohol BYOB; per UCLA policy the cost of food must be equal to or more than the cost of food for the expense to be reimbursable.
Procedure: Receipt and guest list are submitted to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement.

End-of Year Reception
Budget: $400 for event. 
Procedure: Student purchases supplies for barbeque. Receipt and guest list are submitted to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement.

Tea Time
Budget: $75 per meeting.
Procedure: tea time coordinator submits receipts to front office Coordinator for reimbursement.

Women in Philosophy
Budget: $500 per year
Procedure: Student in charge can give receipts and guest list to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement.

Graduate Student Mentoring
Budget: $50 per year for first-year students for lunches; $25 per person for one party per year
Procedure: Student in charge can give receipts and guest list to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement.

Prospective Graduate Student Dinners
Budget: $30 per person up to $350 max per dinner
Procedure: Student hosting can give receipt and guest list to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement.

Albritton Society
Budget: $500 per year
Procedure: Student in charge can give receipts and guest list to Front Office Coordinator for reimbursement.
